For the last four years, Cairo has been an integral part of our police depart-
ment. He has responded to hundreds of calls for service; from helping search
for lost children and looking for intruders in large businesses to finding hundreds
of pounds of illegal drugs and “showing-oft” at schools and community events.
Cairo has finally reached that point in his life that he can no longer effectively
function as a police dog. He will be missed by those who have seen him n action,
and by those who haven’t, but have benefitted from his traits and training.

The police department is actively pursuing means to acquire another K-9
partner for our city, especially to serve our children and the hundreds of alarmed
businesses that a K-9 can very effectively protect.
