So far, our pleas to conserve water are working!
Together our efforts have saved over 39,000,000 gallons
from where we were last year at this time, but it's not
over. Keep up the good work, and remember that the
goal during extreme drought conditions isn't lush
landscapes but rather "survival watering" to keep high-
value plants alive like trees and shrubs. Find out more
below.

GARBAGE RATE INCREASE

As noted on your last bill, residents will pay $0.94 more
per can for regular solid waste beginning August 1st.
Recycling will NOT be affected.

This increase is necessary to cover the contract cost
with the City's waste hauler, ACE Disposal.

EAGLEWOOD LOOP CONSTRUCTION

Work is progressing on the Eaglewood Loop secondary
water line and road reconstruction project. This is an
extensive project expected to last several months. Sign
up for project updates at  www.nslcity.org.

CITY ELECTIONS

NSL Primary Election ballots have arrived in your
mailbox if you are a registered voter. The Primary
Election will narrow the City Council candidates down to
four, who will then run for the two open City Council
positions in the November 2nd Municipal Election along
with candidates running for Mayor.  Complete your ballot
and simply mail or place in a secure ballot drop box. The
City Hall drop box  is located on the west side of the
building in a convenient, drive-thru location.

GLASS RECYCLING

Momentum Recycling is now offering curbside glass
recycling in NSL. Sign-up with them and receive a 35-
gallon bin (with wheels and lid) to place all colors of
glass jars and bottles into for recycling. The cost for the
service is $8 per month with a one-time $25 activation
fee, and is billed through Momentum Recycling. More
information and SIGN-UP at link below.
